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Abstract submission:  Please, visit the webpage http://gmu.gtu.ge/conferences/ for registration and 

submission of LaTeX and pdf files of your abstracts before July 15, 2024.  

Late submissions will not be accepted.  LaTex abstracts should be prepared in English according to the 

standard template file. Abstracts in different formats will not be accepted by the organizing committee. A 

pdf file of the abstracts should not exceed 1 page. We kindly ask you to follow the rules indicated in the 

template file. The abstract template file can be downloaded from the conference webpage.

Payment Foreign participants will be allowed to pay the conference fee on-site during 

the registration. In this case, such participants have to inform the Organizing 

Committee in advance, before July 31, concerning on-site payment. 

 

Attention: Your registration will be considered complete and your abstract will be published in the Book of 

Abstracts if the abstract is approved by the Scientific Committee and the registration fee is paid. 

 

Visa Information: Visa affair is the easiest part of the travel. Citizens of many countries do not need an ent-

rance visa for Georgia (citizens of EU countries, USA, Japan, Israel, Turkey, Iran, Canada, Armenia, 

Azerbaijan, Moldova, Ukraine, Russia, etc.).

Travel Information: Batumi can be reached from Tbilisi, from Istanbul and some other cities of Europe. The 

Batumi airport is very close to the city. Participants can also use the Kutaisi (Kopitnari) International Airport 

(150 km to Batumi with a comfortable bus). Batumi is about 350 km west from Tbilisi, about 5-6 hours by 

train / bus.
